Fyour administration has

been working to attract
developers to redevelop and
beautify the Mayfield/Green
Business District — the aging
corridor that is considered our
Downtown and is critical to
the vitality of our community.

Canton area based developer

Just before this issue went to
the printer, we were notified
that our hard work has paid
offl

DeVille has entered
info an agreement to
purchase the majority

of the northeast corner
of Mayfield & Green
Roads and will demolish
and rebuild a new retail
center on the site!

The new development will
be similar to Cedar Center
North with a large retail area
towards the back of the site,
parking in the middle and
two proposed out-parcels at
street level off of Mayfield
Road. The development will
be anchored by a brand-new
Marc’s, who will continue
to remain a major anchor in
our community. In addition,
the old Burger King building
will either be demolished or
completely re-purposed for
a new national food retailer.
The iconic bank building (now
home to Key Bank) will remain
at the corner. This is a private
redevelopment and no tax-
dollars or tax-abatements will
be offered on the site.

In a survey of South Euclid
residents for our new Master
Plan, residents overwhelmingly

community

supported the City’s role in
redeveloping Cedar Center
(nearly 85%). Nearly 93% of

& Infrastructure

repair projects?

The City typically funds its

infrastructure projects from

three main sources:

m Road Levy Fund

m Flood Control Fund

m Cleveland Water
Department’s Suburban
Woatermain Renewal
Program; and Community
Development Block Grant
Funds (which can only be
used in neighborhoods
designated as Improvement
Target Areas by the
County Department of
Development).

Your Property Tax
Dollars at Work for
Road Repair

The Flood Control Fund also
comes from property taxes
and is used for improvements

to the City’s sewer system.
Some of the money is used
for sewer maintenance and
equipment and typically $1.5
million is available every
year for repair projects.

This fund was created
in response to basement
flooding due to sewers in
failing condition. Many of
the city’s sewers were built
more than 70 years ago in
what is known as a common
trench configuration, with the
sanitary sewer immediately
under the storm sewer, and
sharing @ common manhole.
Over time the sewers
deteriorate and storm water
enters the sanitary sewer in
large storm events, resulting
in basement flooding.

Cleveland Water
Main Renewal Fund
The City of South Euclid has
received over $7 million in
in-kind project repair from the
Cleveland Water Department
since 2008l

The Fund was created in

/
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2006 when Mayor Welo and
City Council worked with the
City of Cleveland to form a
unique collaboration called
the “Cleveland-South Euclid
Joint Economic Development
Zone District” to work toward
a regional economy focused
on growth, innovation and
cooperative regional efforts
toward tax-based sharing.
As a result, the City of
Cleveland Water Department
created a Cleveland
Suburban Watermain
Renewal Program, which
provides for the repair and
replacement of many of South
Euclid’s aging waterlines at
no additional cost to the City.

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'ou may have seen David Spero
Ywalking Stella on South Belvoir

Boulevard, the South Euclid street
where Spero and his wife Ellen have lived
for the past 25 years.

Spero’s a white-haired guy just shy of his
mid-60s who came up in the rock and roll
business. The names he drops. The stories
he tells.

There are stories of summer parties
held at the top of his backyard, a level
higher than his house, with superstars
like Peter Frampton and Dickey Betts, the
powerhouse guitarist estranged from the
Allman Brothers (word is he may play
again soon with Gregg Allman). Or with
Small Face Ronnie Lane, or Michael
Stanley, another rock and roller with whom
Spero mixes business and pleasure.

The son of Herman Spero, who brought
the Cleveland area (and points farther)
the television show Upbeat, David Spero
grew up in show business, helping his dad
accommodate artists spanning Herman's
Hermits and Otis Redding (Redding's last
gig was on Upbeat, then Leo’s Casino,
the day before he died in a plane crash).
Upbeat lasted from 1964 to 1971.

Spero had a career in radio, too,
most prominently on WMMS, when that
Cleveland station was a powerhouse that
broke acts. He also worked for the Rock
and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum at the
start of the 2000s.

His focus has been single for some time.

“I manage rock and roll artists,” he says,
siting on a picnic bench in his backyard.
“I'm involved in every aspect of their
careers and lives, from booking shows to
securing recording deals, merchandise
contracts, hiring crew and publicists. I've
been doing this since 1973.”

Among clients then and now: Harry
Nilsson, the tortured California artist
whose version of Fred Neil’s “Everybody’s
Talkin’,” “Without You” and “Coconuts”
were hits more than 40 years ago;

Yusuf Islam, better known as the artist
who used to be called Cat Stevens; Joe
Walsh, first of the James Gang, now

an Eagle; Ted (“Jesus Christ Superstar”)
Neeley, who made Spero a lot of money
in 2014; and Michael Stanley, whom he
no longer manages. His current roster
includes Neeley, Richie Furay (of Buffalo
Springfield) and Befts.

Oh, yes. He used to manage Father
Guido Sarducci, the deeply defrocked

priest (and Lorain native) from
“Saturday Night Live.” And he
knows Ringo Starr and Paul
McCartney.

Let's start local.

“I met Michael through Joe
Walsh, who was a friend at
the time. Joe had suggested |
meet Michael and become his
manager. Joe had just played on Michael’s
first album and it was kind of ironic
because | was working at WMMS at the
time and our sister station was WHK and
a guy named Stan Gee was a salesman,
and Stan kept telling me about his kid who
was a songwriter and a singer. Turned out
his kid Michael Gee was this guy Michael
Stanley.”

Believe it or not, the Tumbleweed label
already had an artist, Arthur Gee, so
Michael Stanley Gee dropped the Gee.

“Stan was right, his kid was really
talented,” Spero says. In fact, he bought
the house he, Ellen, and their Cavalier
King Charles spaniel (“Stella and | have
had a side marriage for nine years”) live in
from Stanley.

Meanwhile, after he left the James
Gang, Walsh formed Barnstorm (whose
drummer, North Canton’s Joe Vitale,

worked with Walsh on that Michael

Stanley debut), which lasted a few years,
and released several albums under his
own name. By the end of 1975, however,
Walsh was in the Eagles.

Here's a shaggy dog Walsh story:
“Whenever the Eagles were in town |
used to take them to Harvey’s Back Room
at Cedar Center,” he says. “| knew them
because | was managing Bill Szymczyk,

their producer (and to this day, Michael
Stanley’s) and no one knew who they
were, they were just more longhairs.
They'd been there a few times. Now we're
into 1992 and out of nowhere | get a
phone call from Glenn Frey, and Glenn
says, Hey, what are you doing? Is that
barbecue place still open? | want to take
my band there. | hadn't talked to Glenn -
the Eagles had broken up — in probably
13, 14 years. | gave him the address; he
said I'll meet you at 7 o clock.

“They meet, they're inside, he has the

says to me, you still in radio?
| said | manage Joe. He says,
Joe Cocker? | said Joe Walsh,
and he said [expletive] him,
I've been trying to get in touch
with him for the last few years,

| was told he wanted nothing to
do with me. | said that's funny,
because we fried fo get in touch
with you, and we were told you
didn't want anything to do with
him.” Turns out the obstacle
was misinformation. That's a
euphemism.

The day after chowing down
at the long-gone Harvey's
Back Room, Spero took Frey
over to WNCX for a guest
spot on Stanley’s radio show.
Walsh just happened fo call
on the hotline, so Stanley
hooked the two up, and their
first conversation since 1980
“turned into a love fest.”

Long story short, Frey and
Walsh decided to pool their
fortunes — “one plus one equals
four,” Spero told them — and
mounted a successful 40-city
tour called Party of Two.

Toward the end of that
Walsh-Frey tour (Frey-Walsh in
Frey's native Detroit), Eagles
manager Irving Azoff and
Eagles drummer Don Henley
called, saying Henley wanted
to join them at a charity concert

in Aspen on Valentine’s Day
1994. No problem.

It gets better.

The morning after that show,
Frey called Spero in his hotel
room, said get dressed, get in
the car. Spero met Frey in his
Aspen condo and Frey told him
to take notes on a legal pad.
Those jottings formed the basis
of the contract that produced
the Hell Freezes Over tour of
1994, the official reunion of the
Eagles, Spero says.

We're going cosmic.

Spero has known Cat
Stevens since “Tea for the
Tillerman” came out, and was
one of the first disc jockeys to
play him on FM.

In the early 2000s, Stevens,
who shed his stage name
for the Muslim handle Yusuf
Islam, decided to return to
the music business. “Through
a combination of friends we
ended up talking to each other
and | told him what | was
doing now,” recalls Spero,
who continues to advise, but no

-

longer manages, Islam. Under
Spero’s management, Islam
released “Roadsinger,” his
second new album in decades,
in 2009. The disc stickered as
by “the singer formerly known
as Cat Stevens.”

While making that record,
Islam said one song would be
perfect with harmony from Paul
McCartney, but Islam didn’t
know him. So Spero called
McCartney’s office — he’d
dealt with it when he was
vice president of education
and public programming at
the Rock Hall from 2000 to
2003 - and left Islam’s phone
number as well as his own.
The following morning, “my
phone rings and wakes me up
and | answer, the guy says, is
this Yusuf2 | say no, it's David.
Oh, David, it's Paul McCartney.
He says, | get to sing with Cat
Stevens? and he was excited,
very excited. We talked about
schedules and where we'd
be and the following week
Yusuf and | were doing some

/
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recording in London, at Soho
Studios near Paul’s office.”

By the way, Spero had
another Beatle connection.
He's been on several tours with
the Ringo Starr & His All-Starr
Band, which has featured
Walsh and another Cleveland
superstar, Eric Carmen. Walsh
and Starr are brothers-inlaw:
Walsh married Marjorie Bach,
sister fo Starr’s wife, the former
Barbara Bach, in 2009.

Back to home territory.

Spero really likes South
Euclid

“One of the great things
about living here is that
everything is just a few minutes
away. Between Cedar Center,
Legacy, Cedar-Green and
BWP...what else do you need2”
he says.

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SEL Schools Back in Session
for 2015-2016 School Year

e South Euclid Lyndhurst Schools officially
Tk;egan the 20152016 School Year on

Wednesday, August 19, 2015 with
excitement. The community may be asking itself
if this is an “earlier” start time than in years past,
and the answer is “yes.” The district, and other
nearby districts as well, have made the decision
to begin the school year slightly earlier than
normal so that the school year ends closer to the
end of testtaking season in the spring. Expect
the SEL Schools to conclude its school year at
the end of May 2016.

As always, the new school year prompts a
great deal of energy and enthusiasm; however,
the SEL Schools were busy throughout the
summer months making some very important
improvements to facilities throughout its campus.
These improvements are curricularbased, and
designed to create a more conducive and
technologically advanced learning environment
for students at all ages. They also help to align
with mandated state programs which place a
greater emphasis on science and math.

One of the more significant upgrades took
place over the summer months, as the SEL
Schools began gearing up for the next era of
aligning with STEM Programming (Science,
Technology, Engineering, and Math) as part
of a 24-month upgrade to classrooms. Over
the next few months, and beginning with the
three elementary buildings in the district, the
SEL Schools will be refurnished with new
science labs that will include new technology,
furniture and instructional tools that will meet
new academic standards. SMART Board-ike
technology, and enhanced audio systems,
combined with new instructional resources such
as interactive simulations and hands-on digital
programming, are just a few of the exciting
and highly innovative methods by which early
instruction around the content and skills will be
enhanced. Most importantly, these upgrades
are designed to support the demands of a
215t century workforce and society, and are
dedicated to exposing SEL's youngest students

to use technology for the purpose of discovery,
problem solving, reasoning and invention at
younger ages. Greenview Upper Elementary
School also saw new science labs being
installed over the summer.

Taking such action relative to math and
science needs was expressly outlined in
Destination 2018, the SEL Schools’ strategic
plan that was created with community input
and adopted by the Board of Education two
years ago. The elementary schools’ upgrade
essentially ‘kicks-off’ the two-year cycle, where
labs will be upgraded at all levels of education,
once again, fo further equip students with 21st
Century skills. Educators throughout the district
also participated in a series of meaningful
professional development opportunities that
were planned over the summer, and during
the first several weeks of school to ensure that
teachers are equipped fo maximize the new
instructional tools. Expectations are high and
the SEL Schools are dedicated to putting the
educational mechanisms in place to meet that
demand.

Finally, with a continued dedication to
communications with our stakeholders, our
regular State of the Schools presentation is
being planned for later this autumn, where the
community can obtain a firsthand overview
of what strides the SEL Schools have made in
fulfilling its strategic plan. | do hope to see you
at a Brush Arcs fall sporting event.

Councilwoman Ruth Gray: Ward 1

Council was notified that only a marginal number of opiate related
cases had been referred to the Municipal Court which raised the
need for this serious conversation concerning heroin and opiate
addiction in South Euclid. To facilitate further dialogue, Councilman
Ed Icove and | collaborated with the South Euclid Municipal Court, the
city’s police, area drug addiction specialists and treatment providers
and concerned residents with the intent to save lives, fight addiction
and curb the growing number of crimes tied to addicfive behavior.
Consequently, a 4-part series each lasting one hour throughout the
summer is being held to share information with and gain input from
South Euclid residents, merchants and neighbors who want to help, or
who know someone fighting addiction. We also have arranged to provide freatment and
recovery specialists available fo meet privately in designated areas near the meefing room
with people who show up needing help or know of anyone who needs help.

On June 24th, the topic was “Heroin. Overview of the epidemic and identification of the
problem and is there a problem in South Euclid2” Guest panelists: Executive Director Anita
Bradley (Northern Ohio Recovery Agency) and Chief Operating Officer John Scalish of
Community Assessment and Treatment Services. On July 22, “Recovery: A Practical Approach.”
Guest speakers who are recovering from addiction will discussed journey. This session was
interactive with the public.

On August 26, “Accountability: South Euclid’s Response.” Panelists included representatives
from the Office of the Cuyahoga County Prosecutor and South Euclid Police Department. State
legislators have been contacted to provide additional information about House Bill 249, the
“Good Samaritan Act,” which would exempt someone from drug charges if they called to report
a friend’s drug overdose.

Finally, on September 16, 2015 at 6 p.m. “Community Resources.” Panelists will include area
treatment and recovery agencies who will share insights about the available treatment options in
addition to the Suburban Drug Court Program where South Euclid Municipal Court participates.
A sampling of invited agencies includes The Alcohol, Drug Addition & Mental Health Services
Board of Cuyahoga County; Northern Ohio Recovery Agency; Community Assessment &
Treatment Services; Salvation Army; Murtis Taylor and Connections. Community issues are not
resolved unless the community works together fo solve them.

But what about
speeders? What can
we do about people
who barrel down our
side streefs at twice the
speed limit2 We've all
seen this from time fo time.

In response to citizens’ concerns, the South
Euclid Police Department deploys speed
trailers, “Speed Spy,” and hand-held radars to
collect data on speed. A speed trailer, easily
noticeable on a resident’s treelawn, displays
and records drivers’ speeds. The Speed Spy,
surreptitiously placed on utility poles, collects
speed data. At residents’ requests, the police
may lend a hand-held radar, which also
collects data.

In a study of southbound traffic on Argonne
Road between July 13 and July 21, 2015,
1.5% of the 1550 vehicles monitored drove
35 mph or greater, 10 mph above the posted
speed limit of 25 mph. Eighty five percent of

the vehicles drove at 29 mph or less.

The threshold for posting police radar, or
“speed fraps,” is when 3% or more of the
drivers exceed the speed limit by 10 or more
mph. Recent data collection has revealed
the 3% threshold met on Grosvenor, East
Antisdale, Verona, Wrenford, Ardmore,
Liberty, Telhurst, and Princeton.

| asked Traffic Commissioner Bob Abele
why we don't post speed traps on these
streets. He said that we do, but added that
“the Police Department is doing the best we
can with the budget cuts and the calls for
service,” referring to emergencies and other
police calls which interrupt enforcement.

Would dedicated enforcement pay for
itselfe 1 would hope not. | don't want people
to speed on our streets. But the data tell us
that people do speed. While the purpose
of enforcement is safety, not revenue, in the
months to come | will inquire about the costs
and benefits of radar enforcement. In the
meantime, let's watch our speed. Kids are out
there.

Mental Health Docket Comes to
South Euclid Court
. e South Euclid Municipal has become
the first Suburban Municipal Court in
Cuyahoga County to receive Ohio
Supreme Court initial certification for a

Specialized Mental Health Docket. The FREE
(Fighting Recidivism by Elevating Excellence)
Program is a specialized court docket
designed to address defendants who have

Judge mental health issues.
Gayle Williams-Byers For the past year, |, along with the South

Euclid Prosecutor’s Office, defense attorneys
and area mental health professionals, have worked with the Ohio
Supreme Court to earn initial cerfification.

Under this program model, individuals who qualify for FREE
will have their sentence suspended while undergoing twelve
(12) months of community control, which could be extended to
18 months fo ensure compliance. During community control,
the participant is supervised by me, along with mental health
professionals, to receive counseling and treatment and other
services fo address their mental health and stability issues. Other
program requirements include gaining steady employment,
receiving a GED or high school diploma and remaining drug and
alcohol free during program participation.

A person who completes the program will have an opportunity
to have their fees and court costs waived and case dismissed.

“The court started the FREE Program to reduce recidivism
among those with severe and persistent mental health issues. The
court understands that mental health problems play a big role
in many of the crimes heard by the municipal court.” | believe
criminal behaviors will change once a person receives treatment
for their mental health needs.

“The FREE Program connects the person who has committed
these crimes with needed treatment and other life services. In
making these connections, FREE helps that person make a
permanent change to a stable, law abiding life.” For more
information about FREE, visit www.southeuclidcourt.com.
