YOUTH POLICE ACADEMY FORGES POSITIVE
BONDS BETWEEN YOUTH & POLICE

he Youth Police Academy is a free, one-week academy
Tdesigned to help young people explore career and leadership

opportunities, life skills and character education. Participants
spend the week participating in law enforcement classroom
instruction, practical applications, scenarios and learning about
careers in law enforcement. With support from South Euclid’s
MyCom Youth Program, in 2021 a field-trip to the historic Mansfield
Penitentiary was also added.

The program works to forge positive bonds between youth
and police and provides the opportunity for our officers and
youth to work together and get to know one another. Once
enrolled in the academy, cadets are shown firsthand the inner

workings of the police department, meet members of the force,
and are introduced to guest speakers and city officials. Evidence
collection, crime scene investigation, mock traffic stops, and
many other topics are covered.

BODY WORN CAMERAS PROTECT CITIZENS'
RIGHTS & HELPS BUILD COMMUNITY TRUST

ong before the tragic recent events, the South Euclid Police
Department (SEPD) was one of the first Police Departments in
Northeast Ohio to mandate that all police officers wear and use

Body Worn Cameras (BWCs).

BODY WORN CAMERAS ON ALL PATROL OFFICERS AND DASH
CAMERAS IN ALL PATROL CARS

The SEPD has implemented a policy that officers shall activate the
BWLC to record all contacts with citizens in the performance of official
duties. BWCs in conjunction with the in car video/dash cameras and
the content that they record are invaluable tools in investigations.
The value of video evidence was emphasized by the U.S. Supreme
Court in the case of Scott v. Harris where the court held that video
recordings are more reliable than eyewitness testimony.

There is a voluminous body of research that has shown when humans
become self-conscious about being watched, they often alter their
conduct. Additionally accumulated evidence suggests that individuals
who are aware they are being observed often embrace commonly
accepted behavior. This would appear to be a win for everyone involved.

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The old adage that “seeing is believing” is truer now than ever
before in contemporary American law enforcement, given the ability to
record law enforcement encounters. Cameras are everywhere with the
proliferation of smart phones. Unfortunately many of these encounters
recorded by the public only capture the point where force is being used,
leading to community concern. However, it is also important to tell the
whole story from the officer’s perspective, which is where BWCs come in.

STUDY FINDS EFFECTIVENESS

Body Worn Cameras serve to protect not only the officer; but
all parties involved: they prevent the public from potential police
misconduct and officers are protected from false complaints. The
recent findings of a University of Cambridge study of BWCs worn
by the Rialto, California Police over a 12-month period suggest that
“more than a 50% reduction in the total number of incidents of use-
of-force compared to control-conditions, and nearly ten times more
citizens’ complaints in the 12-months prior to the experiment.”

Finally, while BWCs and other technologies are invaluable
tools in investigations, we recognize that they are only one “tool
in the toolbox” and should never replace a fair, thorough, and
impartial investigation. &

Strong Relationships between Police & Residents are critical
to maintaining Public Safety & Community Trust

s the world shut down in 2020 due to the Coronavirus pandemic,

the South Euclid Police Department (SEPD) continued to go

about the business of serving and protecting our community. As
our world begins to emerge in our new normal of working and learning
remotely, it is essential to remember that the police, and other frontline
workers, cannot perform their jobs remotely. Our officers are responding
to your calls for service and answering your questions at the police
window 24/7. Unfortunately, according to the National Law Enforcement
Officers Memorial Fund, COVID-19 continues to be the leading cause
of death for law enforcement officers in the first half of 2021. The SEPD
remains committed to providing quality police service to the community by
promoting a safe environment for police and citizen interaction.

Continving Education for Police Officers

This year as part of our continuing professional training, many of our
officers attended a forty-hour block of instruction in Crisis Intervention
Training (CIT). The class was provided by the Alcohol, Drug Addiction
and Mental Health Services (ADAMHS) Board of Cuyahoga County. This
training was in addition to other topics like de-escalation techniques,

duty to intervene, and building mutual respect and community trust.
Our goal is to have every officer attend CIT training to enhance their
ability to engage and communicate effectively with people in crisis.
Here is a summary of some of the above-mentioned programs:
¢ Crisis Intervention Training (CIT) The program is
designed to help police personnel who respond to incidents
involving individuals with a mental health crisis. Officers and
dispatchers are frequently first-line responders to people
experiencing a mental health emergency. CIT Programs:
¢ Provide police officers skills to identify and interact with
individuals living with mental illness and/or addictions.
¢ Redirect individuals from judicial system to health care system.
¢ Reduce stigma/change perception of individuals living
with mental illness.
¢ Reduce use of force during crisis events, which reduces
injuries to officers and clients.
¢ Create more timely and appropriate intervention with
improved treatment outcomes for client.
¢ Improve relationships between officers and members of
the community they serve.
¢ Create a safe, caring and respectful environment for the
officer, client and treatment provider.
¢ Building Mutual Respect & Community Trust is a cultural
competency and diversity training designed to improve the quality
of interactions between police officers and the public, reduce and de-
escalate confrontations between police officers and the community,
and improve the public’s perceptions of and interactions with police
officers. The training is based on social psychology methodology,
research and best practices, and was developed with feedback from
police chiefs, police officers, and community leaders representative
of our region’s diversity. The training will equip officers with
a better understanding of the nature and inherent challenges
associated with cross cultural relationships, as behaviors can be
easily misinterpreted when interacting with a diverse public. The
program focuses on creating a better understanding of issues related
to personal and perceived bias, power dynamics, racial profiling,
multiple realities and cultural competencies.

Join our Citizens Police Academy

If you would like to learn more about the SEPD and the role of police
officers in the community, please consider attending our Citizens
Police Academy. Our academy began in 2008 to help educate citizens
about what it’s like to be a police officer. It also provides us with an
opportunity to have meaningful conversations with those we serve. Due
to COVID-19, we were unable to host an academy last year. However,
following the recommendations from the CDC, we believe we can now
do so safely. If you have received your COVID vaccine and would like to
attend a future academy class, please visit our webpage at https://www.

Improving Emergency Medical Care through Partnerships

edical emergencies are the number
one emergency that your South
Euclid Fire Department responds to
on a daily basis. These emergencies include
traumatic injuries, strokes, heart attacks and
many other ailments. Your South Euclid
paramedics are trained and experienced
to treat or stabilize any medical emergency
you may experience. This knowledge comes
from continuing education, partnerships
with local hospital systems and the drive to
deliver innovative care to our residents.

Continuing education for our firemedics

A paramedic’s knowledge is rooted in
their initial training but is supplemented
and updated throughout the years
with continuing education. Like most
professions, continuing education is vital
to the competency and ability to provide
the most current pre-hospital paramedic
care. South Euclid paramedics complete
at minimum, 86 hours of paramedic
related education every three years.
Topics of instruction include cardiac
care, pediatrics, geriatrics, and trauma.
These topics, as well as many others, are
provided through a combination of in-
person and online classes.

One continuing education class
provided through the Cleveland Clinic
is a cadaver lab. The cadaver lab
provides invaluable experience to our
younger members and is taught by
knowledgeable emergency physicians.

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This opportunity is possible through

the selflessness of those who donate
their deceased bodies to science. Airway
and cardiac care are some of the key
takeaways from this training. This is
especially important for our more serious
calls such as strokes and cardiac arrests.

Police vehicles equipped with Automated
External Defibrillators (AEDs)

In simple terms, a cardiac arrest is any
event that stops the heart from beating.
Many times, the delivery of an electrical
shock can convert a stopped heart to a
normal rhythm and provide time to treat
the underlying cause. For the shock to
work, it must be delivered in a timely
manner. The chance of surviving sudden
cardiac arrest decreases ten percent each
minute from the onset of attack. This is
why we have created a program with the
police department to quickly provide CPR
and an electrical shock to cardiac arrest
patients.

Several police vehicles are now
carrying AEDs, also known as Automated
External Defibrillators. AEDs are applied
to a cardiac arrest patient’s chest and
can deliver a life-saving shock when
indicated. Police officers are often
patrolling the streets and provide the
advantage of being able to be quickly
deployed. South Euclid police officers
with an AED in their car will now
be dispatched simultaneously with
paramedics to any cardiac arrest in
the city. These officers are also trained
in CPR, which when combined with
an AED, significantly increases the
likelihood of survival. The overall goal
of the AED health initiative or any other
health initiative is to provide prompt,
emergency-specific care to improve
patient outcomes.

Mobile Stroke Unit

Another exciting partnership began
in August 2021 with Cleveland Clinic
and their Mobile Stroke Unit (MSU). A
stroke is another medical emergency
that is time-sensitive and requires
prompt, emergency-specific care. The
sooner definitive care is provided to

stroke patients, the better the outcome.
For every hour a stroke goes untreated,
the brain ages approximately 3.6 years
prematurely. This is why the phrase
“Time is Brain” is often used when
describing the importance of early
intervention in the stroke patient.
Cleveland Clinic’s Mobile Stroke Unit
provides that early treatment.

Similar to our AED initiative, the
Mobile Stroke Unit is dispatched
simultaneously with South Euclid
paramedics. The Mobile Stroke Unit and
its specialized team (paramedic, critical
care nurse, CT technologist and an EMS
driver) are equipped to bring the specific
diagnostic and treatment options you
would find in an emergency department
but much quicker. The Mobile Stroke
Unit has the ability to rapidly scan
your head with a portable CT scanner,
determine what type of stroke you are
experiencing and treat you accordingly.

The majority of strokes involve a
blockage of a vessel in your brain and
can be treated with a medication called
tissue plasminogen activator or TPA. This
clot busting medication is administered
in consultation with a telemedicine
Cleveland Clinic Neurologist and can
increase recovery from stroke symptoms
by up to fifty percent with a low serious
complication rate. The Mobile Stroke Unit
would then transport the patient to the
nearest primary stroke center, regardless
of hospital system, and allow the South
Euclid ambulance to become available for
the next emergency.

South Euclid Fire Department
has always been driven to provide
progressive care and seek better ways
to serve its citizens. It is through these
partnerships with other stakeholders
in the community that we are able to
provide competent experienced care to
the residents of South Euclid. We thank
you for your continual support of the fire
department and look forward to finding
innovative ways to serve you in the
future.

Enriching lives through art

ancy Lick’s home is filled with

her own artwork — landscapes,

portraits and still lifes made with
watercolor, pen-and-ink, mixed media and
monoprint, a technique that creates a single
image from an inked plate. Many of the
works seem like they’d be equally at home in
a gallery or in a book.

“My style teeters between fine arts and

illustration,” says Lick. “I really can’t think

of a name for my style because [ have so
many different ways of working.”

No matter its topic, Lick’s art is
representational, skeptical and edgy. It
also bears good humor toward its subject,
from sunny children to weary adults to
richly textured Belgian street scenes
and paintings of kids holding skulls.
Thoroughly schooled and bubbling with
ideas, Lick can't help create art. Or teach
it.

Lick grew up in Bedford, Ohio, the

youngest of three children. Her brother
Dennis is also an artist and teacher;
sister, Lori Morrissey, worked as a pre-
school teacher until her retirement.
Her father, Edward, whom Lick calls
“probably my biggest champion,” was a
tool and die maker for General Motors
and a self-taught watercolorist on

the side. Her mother, Marion, was a
homemaker who sold real estate for a
few years. Marion also was a talented
seamstress.



As a child, Lick admired her big
brother, “and my dad would spend time
with me drawing and painting,” she
recalls. She identified as an artist early
on, probably in first grade.

“I distinctly remember my first
conscious thought of being an artist. It
had to do with the day of the week and
whether there was art class that day,” she
says. “Art is someplace where [ excelled. 1
just knew [ was good at it, and I loved it.
[ remember doing a picture of Little Bo
Peep in art class - I think [ was in second
or third grade - and all of the kids came
around my desk to look and one said,
‘That is so good it could be in a book’
You remember those things. It was just
another student, but I realized I could
connect with people that way, which is
one of the reasons I like illustration that
much.”

In Lick’s view, art and teaching enrich
each other, she said in a midsummer
interview at the South Belvoir Boulevard
home she shares with her husband, Pat
Phillips, and their cats Moose and Leo.

“I feel art has more meaning when it's
shared,” she says.

Lick shares her knowledge across
Northeast Ohio as an adjunct instructor
at Cleveland State University, Ursuline
College (where she earned a Master
of Arts in Liberal Studies in 2012),
Cleveland Institute of Art, Notre
Dame College, and at Baldwin Wallace
University.

Lick spent 27 years teaching art at
Communion of Saints School (the former
St. Ann School) in Cleveland Heights. She
also has taught at the Cleveland Museum
of Art, and in the 1980s taught pre-school
and senior art classes through the city of
Cleveland Heights Parks and Recreation
department; in addition, she was a
gallery assistant at Cain Park, where she
worked on arts programming.

Lick particularly enjoys teaching at the
college level. She earned her Bachelor of
Fine Arts degree in 1980 at Kent State
University, and in her early 50s went to
Ursuline for her master’s degree so she
could teach more. “It was not easy. Most

students were in their 20s. I remember a

janitor asked me if [ was a professor.”

When she got accepted to the Ursuline
master’s program, “I looked over the
campus and vowed I'd teach there
someday.

“I get inspired by my students,”
says Lick. “I just finished a high school
pre-college program at CIA and the
amount of talent the students had was
unbelievable,” she says. “It got me all
charged up. It helps me be a better artist
in a lot of ways; when I started teaching
basic design at Notre Dame I started
thinking more about the things I was
teaching, like techniques or elements and
principles of historical influences.”

She sees a strong connection between
the disciplines of making art and of
teaching.

“I think there’s an art to teaching.
think it takes a lot of years to get really
good at it. You're studying the way people
learn, what helps them to learn, and
there’s a real art to that,” she says. “You're
using your intuition and your compassion
and what motivates people - all of those
things play into the experience of being
a teacher. Teaching inspires my art
and informs it in many ways. I always
incorporate a lot of art history in my
teaching. It’s hard work.”

At the same time, art can be fun; no
matter the subject, Lick brings palpable
joy to the process. Widely exhibited, Lick
this year participated in the juried May
Show at Lakeland Community College
and received the jurors’ award in the
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Ursuline College Faculty Exhibit. She also
demonstrates how joy and discipline

come together in her work. As a member
of the Pretentious Cleveland Portrait
Artists, Lick shows up most Friday nights
to join others in making portraits of a
rotating series of models who get paid in
the portraits themselves.

This summer, Lick has been gearing
up for the Skull and Skeleton Show at
Lakeland Community College in Kirtland.
It's a biennial celebration of macabre and
whimsical art vamping on the Mexican
custom known as the Day of the Dead. “I
love that show,” she says.

And she’s enjoying the home she
shares with Phillips, a technical editor at
The Equity Engineering Group in Shaker
Heights. They have lived in South Euclid
for 22 years, first on Winston Road,
and for the past three on South Belvoir
Boulevard. “It has kind of an urban feel
even though it’s a suburb,” Lick says. “And
it's close to a lot of things that we do.” &

woman of promise and power, Raja Belle Freeman channels
Acurrent events that still smart and disturb. Her poetry also

channels history that's less immediate but still hurts, too. Her
militant and tender writings attest to Freeman’s drive to engage with
her environment, be that South Euclid, where she lives in her parents’
home on Verona Road, or the larger, Black community.

Freeman is 22. She is lead instructor for the after-school
creative writing class at 12 Literary Arts, a Glenville nonprofit
focused on writing and education. Last year, she wrote a poem
inspired by the fatal police shooting of unarmed Black teenager
Michael Brown in Ferguson, Missouri, on Aug. 9, 2014. For the full
poem, check into Freeman on YouTube, for now her key platform.

Here is part of that poem, in which Freeman also says, “I can’t
be 21 because I'm entirely too young,” even though she is wise
beyond her years:

I have never/

Ever/

Not once in the history of everything ever/
Lost a game of never have I ever/

I always win easy

In that YouTube video, Freeman underlines her message of
defiance and endurance with powerful gestures, a startling
sense of rhythm and drama, and a natural command of oratory.
In person, she is soft-spoken, even a bit shy. On video, she is
strong and assertive.

“I spend a lot of time writing in response to things I hear
and see,” Freeman said in a recent interview at a downtown
Cleveland café not far from the Rainey Institute on East 55%
Street, where she has been teaching part-time. “I try to offer my
own original perspective on things because people find it hard
to voice what they really feel when the topic is heavy. I just try
to find a way to say what I'm trying to say and give people a way
to voice what they’re going through.”

Poetry isn’t her only mode of involvement. She’s also active in
South Euclid, working with City Councilwoman Sara Continenza,
the Bexley Neighborhood Group and South Euclid youth
organization MyCom to expand recreational opportunities for
youth so younger people in the city can have a place to safely
hang out; as a teenager, she said, she didn’t feel there was that
much to do, so this might help. Freeman also worked with M.A.
“Doc” Janning, the city’s poet laureate, on the Bexley Bash. And
she’s just been added to the board of the One South Euclid
Community Development Corporation.
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As a poet - by far her main occupation - Freeman looks to invoke
empathy and community through her work at Twelve Literary Arts,
where she began as a student some five years ago. According to
Daniel Gray-Kontar, founder and executive director of Twelve (and
Freeman’s boss) this year Freeman will have about 10 students
whom she will teach in two-hour classes over nine months.

“I don’t see very much of a difference between the videos and
Raja as a person,” Gray-Kontar said. “Raja is just a very caring
person, not someone who is aggressive or angry.” Her approach
“manifests itself throughout her personality, and she’s very
funny, she’s witty. That comes through in the poetry. So does the
care that she has for human beings.”

Freeman became interested in poetry at Gearity Elementary
School in University Heights, where writing was an assignment, as
itis for her students at Twelve. She follows the poetry of friends
she has met through poetry slams, open mike appearances and
performances. She is the same age as Amanda Gorman, the first
National Youth Poet Laureate, who shot to fame during her reading
at the Biden inaugural. “I think it’s inspiring that she was able to get
as far as she did,” Freeman said of Gorman.

Freeman began to take writing - and the community it can
lead to - seriously about a year before the Twelve fellowship.

At Twelve, she would join other students in writing class after
her regular day at Charles F. Brush High School in Lyndhurst. “It
was less about the writing than about the connection with other
writers,” Freeman said. “Building a community is important

in writing because you want to be able to write as yourself. If
you don’t have a community you're not going to be comfortable
expressing your full self in writing.”

She was a member of the Cleveland National Youth Poetry
Slam Team in 2017 and 2018, competing against teams from all
over the country. While she is interested in other literary forms,
poetry, at least for now, is Freeman'’s chosen expression and
profession.

Freeman has been researching Black history, especially
since the murder of George Floyd last May. Although she said
she has never experienced police brutality herself, police
brutality against Blacks is her key topic. She considered joining
in the protests that erupted after Floyd’s death at the knee of
Minneapolis policeman Derek Chauvin, “but it also felt like it
was dangerous and [ wouldn’t be able to handle it,” she said. “I
also feel that we need to remember as writers that our writing
is a form of protest. That is how I take part.”

Older material, too, fascinates Freeman. Take these lines from
“Ida B. Wells Holds a Mirror to the White South,” Freeman’s
vivid conjuring of a Black woman from Mississippi who was
born into slavery, became a journalist and was a founder of the
National Association for the Advancement of Colored People.
An incident on a train foreshadowing Rosa Parks’ refusal to give
up her bus seat to a white man in Alabama in 1955 galvanized
Wells’ activism. Freeman'’s poem is written as if by Wells:
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The truth can bite down on you harder/

Than I bit down on that white man’s hand/

When he tried to pull me off my seat on the train/
But my dedication ain’t to comfort. It is to truth/
1 investigated over 700 lynchings myself

How Raja Belle Freeman will shape her career remains to
be seen, said Gray-Kontar, noting career trajectories aren’t as
predictable or easy as they used to be.

Freeman will become “whatever she wants,” he said. “It
has been and will continue to be incredible being part of her
journey ... and I think she’s still trying to figure that out, as are
most 22-year-olds.

“For these young people, it's going to be a merger of their
skills that defines what they’re going to be. That’s why I say
she’s going to be whatever she wants to be.” &

The South Euclid Browns Barkers has become
one of the largest Browns Backers chapters in Ohio with over 160
members and still growing.

Caroscio, who is a lifelong Browns fan, wanted to bring people
together to root for their hometown team while making a
difference for those in need. The mission of the Browns Barkers
is to come together in support of our beloved Cleveland Browns,
create a fun and entertaining atmosphere, and support and raise
funds for the local community as well as the Cleveland Browns
Foundation.

Scoring Touchdowns for Charity

The Barkers can be found at the Black Forest each Sunday
in the fall with some additional events scheduled throughout
the year. One of the signature events, an annual tailgate party,
features free breakfast sandwiches, music, raffles and a blind
draw cornhole tournament. This year the party is scheduled for
opening day on September 12 and will feature a “fill the squad”
truck collecting non-perishable canned goods to benefit the
Cleveland Food Bank. The Barkers will also donate all proceeds
from its weekly squares and 50-50 raffle to the Cleveland Food
Bank. Other upcoming events include a pre-season welcome
event, Rib Cook-off, Chili Cook-off and Annual Golf Outing.

The organization is guided by a set of bylaws that allocate
funds to charitable causes via an elected leadership team of
16 members that meet on a regular basis. In March 2020, the
organization suffered a devastating loss when the organization’s
vice president and longtime South Euclid resident Pat Rahill
passed away. “Pat was the very first call I received when inviting
others to form this Chapter and his love for people and this
community made him an obvious choice for VP” said Caroscio.
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They have since retired the title of vice president in Pat’s
honor and toast him at every single meeting to honor his
charitable vision and welcoming spirit.

In just over two years the Barkers have already donated over

SCOOT AROUND SOUTH EUCLID

n the last edition of South Euclid Magazine, we let you know
I electric scooters would soon be available in South Euclid.

As of Friday September 3rd, 40 scooters have been placed
throughout the city and are available for residents to rent to drive
around town.

We have joined with our neighboring communities of
Cleveland Heights and Euclid to launch the pilot scooter
program, which is being implemented by Cuyahoga
County. The program is expected to expand to many more
communities in 2022. Residents will easily be able to ride
scooters between the cities of Cleveland Heights, Euclid, and
South Euclid, but the scooters cannot be used in communities
which are not participating in the program.

The scooter companies are licensed by Cuyahoga County
and are responsible for maintaining the scooters, ensuring
they are charged, and are returned and stationed at their
appropriate “rebalancing stations.” The City will closely
monitor the scooter companies to make sure they are
following the rules. If issues arise with a particular scooter
vendor, they will be asked to leave the program.

Four scooter companies are servicing South Euclid. Bird,
Lime, Link, and Spin have each placed 10 scooters in our
community. The vendors are very excited to expand to South
Euclid and will be offering demonstrations around town to
anyone who's interested.

The scooters, which can be rented by users 18 years and
older with a driver’s license, will look very similar to those
you may have seen in downtown Cleveland. The e-scooters
can be rented on a per-minute basis or by joining a monthly
subscription plan offered by the vendors. All rentals and
transactions happen through an app on your cell phone.

To start, the scooters will be placed at 18 locations around
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the city. These are known as “rebalancing stations” and will be
areas marked on the sidewalk with special tape. Riders will be
encouraged to return their scooters to one of these 18 convenient
locations by receiving rewards such as free future rides. Each
evening, the four vendors will collect the scooters from all over
the city and will recharge them. They will be returned the next
morning to one of the 18 “rebalancing stations.”

The “rebalancing stations” are located throughout our
commercial districts, including Mayfield & Green, Cedar
Center, and Oakwood Commons, as well as near the SE-L
Library and Notre Dame College. Since they are electric,
the scooters are relatively quiet and travel at top speeds
of 15mph. Riders are encouraged to drive in the street, as
the scooters travel at a pace similar to that of a bicycle. The
scooters should not be driven on the sidewalk.

Electric scooters improve the environment and create
a more sustainable community by reducing car trips. The
scooters are a convenient way to travel our business districts,
explore the community, and make various stops along the
way. Be sure to follow us on social media for the latest
updates on the scooter program, and stay safe on South
Euclid roadways as the pilot program is implemented.
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Know your rights as a renter & how to get help

he COVID-19 pandemic has been disastrous for many South Euclid
residents. Job loss and reduction in work hours have especially

impacted many residents who are renters. Many local nonprofit
agencies are offering special help to tenants who are facing hardship.

Where to go for help

Recently, Cuyahoga County provided funding for free legal
representation for tenants who are facing eviction due to financial
distress from COVID-19. Administered by the Cleveland Legal
Aid Society, the program began July 1, 2021. Tenants must meet
maximum yearly income requirements to qualify. Legal Aid can
help tenants by possibly stopping an eviction; getting tenants more
time to move; protecting tenants’ property; reducing or avoiding
debt owed by tenants; addressing unit repairs; and applying
for rental assistance. If you need their services, contact them at
216.861.5835, or apply online at www.lasclev.org/contact.

CHN Housing Partners is a HUD approved nonprofit housing
counseling agency that can provide a wide range of assistance to
tenants in need. Potentially up to 12 months of emergency rental
assistance can be provided to tenants facing a hardship due to
COVID-19. In addition, CHN offers emergency utility assistance.

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Know your rights as a renter

The best defense is sometimes a good offense. Take the time
to find out your rights as a tenant. The Ohio Landlord-Tenant
Law is very comprehensive and offers many protections to
tenants. To find out more, check out www.ohiobar.org and
search for landlord tenant rights and obligations.
Being proactive as a tenant is critical. Here is a list of best practices:
¢ Read the lease carefully and know what you are
getting yourself into. Are you expected to maintain the
landscaping? If so, who is providing the lawnmower? Are
you expected to pay all the utilities including the water bill?

¢ Before you move in, make sure to have a walk-through with
the landlord to note any existing damages. Take photos or
video of the property condition before you move anything in.

¢ Make sure you have a receipt or a paper trail of anything
you pay a landlord. Never pay your rent in cash.

¢ Always put concerns and important details in writing.

If the landlord fails to make repairs within a reasonable amount of
time (not more than 30 days), you may have the right to get a court
order for repairs to be made, obtain a court-ordered reduction in rent,
or terminate the lease. You also have the right to escrow your rent.

Dispute resolution with landlords & use of escrow

Escrowing your rent means that you deposit your rental payments
with the clerk of the municipal court, instead of paying your landlord.
Before you can escrow your rent, you must first wait the FULL 30
days after notifying the landlord of its failure to fulfill obligations.
However, if there is an emergency, such as lack of heat in winter or
lack of water, you can start escrowing your rent earlier. The notice
requesting repairs must be clear and detailed enough that your
landlord and the court can understand exactly what is wrong. You
must send the notice to the place where you normally pay rent. Keep
a photocopy of the notice and send it with a “certificate of mailing” so
you have proof you sent the notice. You must deposit your rent into
escrow on or before the date when your rent is due. If your rent is due
on the fifth of every month, deposit your rent on or before the fifth.

Landlord’s responsibility to register their rental properties

Rental properties in South Euclid are required to be
registered annually and inspected every three years. According
to Ohio Landlord-Tenant law, you have the right to complain to
a governmental agency if your landlord violates housing laws
or regulations affecting health and safety. For more information,
contact the South Euclid Housing Department at 216.381.0400.

Implementing Flood Control Measures Can

Stem the Tide of Basement Flooding

into the basement to find that a water or sewage backup has occurred. The damage

There are few things that strike horror in the hearts of homeowners more than going

to property, the messy clean-up, and trying to sort out what happened in order to

make repairs can be a very costly and sometimes confusing proposition. While the City

is continually working to update and maintain the system of complex underground pipes,

sewers and catch basins throughout the community, there are several steps you can take to

prevent your basement from flooding.

What causes flooded basements and what
can be done?

Basements can end up flooded with
storm water or backed up sewage. With
changing weather patterns and more
severe storm events, basement flooding is
becoming more common in South Euclid
and everywhere in the region. However,
there are some simple things you can
do to prevent these backups, along with
additional remedies.

Do some preventative maintenance

Having your sanitary and storm
sewer lines, sometimes known as
laterals, snaked out is your first line
of defense. These are the pipes that
run from your home to the street and
they are often made of clay tile that can
become compromised from tree roots.
Periodically having them snaked can
prevent back-up problems.

The City’s Service Department can
snake the sanitary lateral for a cost
of $100, which is often less expensive
than many private plumbers charge. To
schedule this service, contact the Service
Department at 216.381.0402.

The City does not offer this service for
storm sewer laterals; you will have to
contact a plumber for this work. Although
it may be somewhat more expensive, it
is a highly recommended preventative
measure.

Make sure your gutters and downspouts are
cleaned in the fall and spring

Debris in the gutters and downspouts
can cause them to malfunction and
overflow, allowing storm water to end up

around your foundation and get into your
basement.

Correct negative grading near the foundation

Sometimes due to erosion, the soil
around your home can begin to create a
negative grade that funnels water toward
your foundation. Soil should be mounded
to divert water away from your home, not
toward it.

Be careful what you flush!

Only flush human waste and toilet
tissue - nothing else. Feminine hygiene
products, “flushable wipes” and other
items can wreak havoc on your plumbing
- even if those items are touted as being
flushable. Don’t believe it, and be careful
about what gets flushed. If you don't,
expensive repairs may be in your future.

Use your kitchen disposal prudently

Scrape as much food waste as possible
into a bin for composting or into your
kitchen trash and only use the disposal
for the small bits remaining, and avoid
putting stringy or fibrous foods; grease
and oil; eggshells; coffee grounds; and
starchy foods into a disposal. These can
build up over time and cause sewer clogs.
Run cold water while using the disposal.

Be careful about overloading your plumbing
during storms

During large storm events, main
sewers are overloaded from storm
overflows, so this is not a good time to
run loads of laundry, do loads of dishes
or take a shower all at the same time.
Making sure that water draining from
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your home is minimized during large
storm events will go a long way toward
preventing backups into your basement!

Back flow devices can help — but only in
certain cases

In certain areas of the City with older
sewer mains, overloads can occur,
causing basement sewer backups. A
back flow device can be installed that
closes when the main is under pressure
to prevent a backup from entering the
service lateral. A drawback of these
devices is that when they close they will
also slow or stop the flow of sanitary
sewer discharges from the house to the
street; therefore toilet flushing, showers,
clothes and dish washing, and other
water use activities should be avoided
when the back flow devices are likely to
be in operation. These devices typically
cost around $3,000 to install and the
City can provide a grant to homeowners
to help defray some of the cost. If you
have frequent sewer backups, contact
the South Euclid Service Department at
216.381.0402 to determine if a back flow
device will help in your case.

Consider purchasing a generator if your
home has a sump pump

Homes with interior water proofing
systems utilize a sump pump to move
water away from the foundation. During
a power outage, the sump pump will
stop working and basement flooding can
quickly result. Purchasing a generator to
supply backup power to the sump pump
is a wise purchase. Be sure that the pump
discharge line is connected to the storm
lateral as a connection to the sanitary
lateral is prohibited by law.

Beware of cross connections

Some older homes in the city have
a combined sanitary and storm sewer
discharge, due to either previous
plumbing work or the age of the

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Tips to protect your home while making home improvements

ith home values increasing by double digits in South Euclid over the past few

years, there has never been a better time to invest in upgrades to your home.

Unfortunately, sometimes things don’t go as planned and residents get burned by

incompetent or disreputable contractors.

This past spring, one South Euclid
resident decided to make a few cosmetic
updates to his home, so he sought out
a handyman. After researching a local
handyman on the Better Business Bureau
website, the resident hired him to change
out a shower fixture, build some shelves,
and do a few other home improvement
projects for a total cost of $1,800. Little did
he know that this small project would lead
to his home being nearly destroyed and left
uninhabitable for months. The nightmare
started when the handyman had difficulty
installing new bath fixtures. He ended up
cutting through a water line and the home
flooded. The result was $75,000 worth of
damage, months of dealing with insurance
claims adjusters while the resident lived
in a hotel until repairs could be made.
Although the handyman told the resident
he was bonded and insured, he provided no
proof, and in the end, he wasn'’t.

While this nightmare scenario is
unusual, the Building Department
receives calls every day from residents
with complaints and concerns about
contractors. To prevent this from
happening to you, check out the tips
below, and beware of the red flags,
to help ensure that your next home
improvement project will be trouble-free.

If a permit is required, make sure to get one

While not all home projects require a

permit, generally larger ones will, such as
roof replacement, HVAC replacement, fence
installation, major plumbing, masonry,
carpentry projects like deck installations,
and most electrical work. When in doubt,
call and ask the Building Department. A
contractor who tries to talk you out of
getting a permit or encourages you to get

a homeowner permit, is a huge red flag!

In order to pull a permit, the contractor
will have to supply proof of insurance and
obtain a bond. This protects you, as a claim
can be filed against the bond if the work is
not done properly. Without that, your only
recourse is to sue the contractor, which
could take years and be expensive for you.

Ask for proof of insurance

Make sure the contractor can provide
proof of a current liability insurance
policy. You can call the insurance carrier
to verify coverage.

Get multiple written quotes

Ask for a written, detailed quote before
starting the work. Make sure of exactly
what you are getting as well as a timeline
for starting and finishing the work. Some
contractors will take on multiple jobs at
once, leaving you waiting for weeks for the
work to be started or completed. Obtaining
quotes from a few different contractors is
always a good idea. Just make sure you are
comparing apples to apples.

Don't pay a large deposit up front

Some contractors will ask for half or
more of the money up front. Don’t do it.
A small deposit upon signing the contract
(usually no more than 10%) shows that
you are acting in good faith, but wait to
pay the contractor in full until after the
work is completed and inspected.

Get referrals from people you trust

Word of mouth is the best advertising.
Did someone you know have a great
experience with a contractor for a similar
project? Using resources such as Angi and
asking friends and other trusted people for
recommendations are good ways to find the
names of reputable contractors. Often more
than one of your friends might recommend
the same contractor, which is a sign that a
contractor might be a good choice.

Call the Cleveland Restoration Society

The City of South Euclid is a member of
the Heritage Home Program. In addition
to giving residents the option of using
the low interest Heritage Home Loan
Program, membership includes free
technical assistance to residents whether
you are applying for a loan or not.
Especially for larger projects, CRS can
provide advice on scope of work, and can
suggest contractors with the experience
and track record to complete the work.

pipes, allowing runoff from roof
downspouts and yard drains to enter
the sanitary lateral. This is detrimental
to the environment and contributes to
overloading the sewer mains. Having

a cross connection is also considered

a code violation that will need to be
corrected. This can be an expensive
proposition that will require excavating
your yard.

Consider purchasing insurance

Coverage for water and sewer line
replacement can be purchased for a
small amount of money from local utility
companies. If you choose to purchase this
coverage, be sure to read the fine print
about what will be covered, under what
circumstances, and how restoration of
the site is handled.
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By taking many
of these simple
preventative steps,
homeowners can help prevent their
basements from flooding and stop heavy
rainfall, melting snow and run off from
ending up in their basements. Please

2021 FALL LEAF PICK-UP INFORMATION

The South Euclid Service Department will begin leaf

pick-up the second week of October and continue

through December 15, 2021, weather permitting.

¢ Please put leaves loose on tree lawn. It is illegal and a safety
hazard to place leaves in the street (see ordinance 521.04 G).
Leaf piles in the street obstructs the normal drainage of water
and can completely block the storm sewer. With evening
temperatures getting colder; there is also danger of standing
water that can freeze. Leaf piles in the street also obstruct
traffic, causing accidents.

¢ When leaf pick-up crews are in your area, please avoid parking
on the street. Crews will not rake around parked cars.

¢ Please do not put sticks or any other debris in the leaf pile.
This could block or damage machines. Leaf piles with sticks or
debris will be left until leaves are properly placed on tree lawn.

¢ Beginning the first full week of November, the Service
Department will provide a message with what area we
will be picking up leaves the following day. Please call
216-381-0402 after 4:30 pm daily to hear the message.
